SUMMARY OF WORK
This Contract will consist of removing and replacing pavements, regarding, excavation and backfill, installation of new pavements, curbs, stone seat walls, fencing, construction of pergola, rainwater harvesting system, irrigation system, new electric clock, low voltage lighting, new light pole, relocation of existing light pole, modification of drainage, and landscaping including complete site restoration.  The Contractor’s prices will be based on unit prices as noted on the bid sheets, and shall be in accordance with the plans and specifications. 
The Contractor will be responsible for any traffic maintenance and protection necessary so as to maintain two lanes of traffic at all times. The work area is in the heart of the downtown business district and the parking lot is a heavily used parking lot.  Accordingly, the Contractor is to coordinate traffic protection and maintenance to assist in pedestrian and vehicular traffic control.

Note that the Contractor shall be responsible to discard all debris.  The Village will not take any material.
The Village will be responsible for driveway sealcoating the existing parking lot, painting parking lot lines, and tree removals. 
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
