1.A     SITE PREPARATION  

1A.1     WORK

Under this item the Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials and equipment necessary or required to provide and install erosion control fencing, grading, cutting, filling, topsoil stripping, storing and respreading, restoration, resetting granite curbing as noted on the drawings, traffic maintenance and protection and all earthwork and disposal of unsuitable material, as required to bring the site to the proposed lines and grades for installation of items within the contract.

1A.2     SITE INSPECTION

Prior to bidding the Contractor shall visit the site and make him/herself familiar with the project and the incidentals that the project entails. The Contractor’s bid price shall reflect this inspection.  No additional payments shall be made for claims of ignorance.  

The Contractor will be responsible for replacing or repairing site features to remain if they are damaged during the course of construction. All repairs or replacement of damaged site features, including trees, will be done to the satisfaction of the Engineer and at the Contractor's expense.  

1A.3     PROTECTION OF EXISTING TREES 

The Contractor shall protect all trees to remain in accordance with the details and direction of the Engineer.  The Contractor is to protect all trees with four-foot (4’) high snow fencing anchored to five-foot (5’) high stakes, allowing 1’ depth below grade.  Continuous fencing shall be provided at the dripline of groups of trees, or at the dripline of individual trees.  No storage shall be done within the tree protection fencing.  This tree protection shall be installed prior to the start of any construction and shall remain in place, in good repair, throughout the project.  

1A.4     REMOVAL OF TREES AND STUMPS – NIC BY OTHERS

The Contractor shall remove all trees as noted on the plans and shall include stump removal and/or grinding as part of this item.  All tree removal work shall be done in accordance with the latest governmental safety regulations and including but not limited to, the Department of Labor, Office of Safety and Health Administration Regulations and Suggested Practices.  All work shall be performed in strict accordance with ANSI 133.1 “Pruning, trimming, repairing, maintaining and removing trees and cutting brush-safety requirements”. 

1A.5     EROSION CONTROL

Prior to the start of construction, silt fencing shall be installed as shown on the plans or as directed by the Engineer, and shall remain in place, in good repair, until completion of the project, unless otherwise approved by the Engineer.

1A.6     STRIP, STORE AND SPREAD TOPSOIL 

Prior to starting demolition, removals, and grading operations, Contractor is to strip topsoil to its full depth so that subsoils are exposed but are not combined with topsoil.  Do not strip topsoil when frozen or wet.

Acceptable topsoil is to be stored only in designated storage areas, in piles not higher than 5’, shaped to minimize appearance, and covered with tarpaulins to prevent erosion.  Weight tarpaulins to hold in place. Hay bales shall be installed to surround the base of all stockpiles.

Topsoil not utilized for the work shall remain the property of the Owner.  Do not remove topsoil from the site unless otherwise instructed by the Owner.

Before any topsoil is placed, the sub-grade shall be graded to a smooth, uniform surface, parallel to and below the finished grade. 

The surface shall be compacted with an approved roller weighing approximately five hundred (500) pounds.

Topsoil shall be place to the minimum compacted depth as shown on the plans.  Where topsoil depth specified is greater than six (6) inches, place and compact six (6) inch lifts.  

1A.7     Unsuitable Materials

Boulders

The Contractor shall remove all boulders, stone or pieces of concrete, or other objectionable material located at the surface and in excavations required to grade the area.  Any stones larger than two (2 CF) cubic feet shall not be allowed within 12” of the rough grade.

Unsuitable Materials

Natural or disturbed soils consisting of wet, muddy, silty structure or soils containing organic materials or stones larger than three inches in any dimension, frozen materials, debris, waste, vegetable matter, peat or other deleterious matter will be considered unsuitable.

1A.8     ELIMINATION OF UNSUITABLE MATERIAL

If material unsuitable for constructing the proposed improvements is found at or within 12 inches of the grade to which excavation would normally be carried out, in accordance with the drawings and/or specifications, the Contractor shall remove such material to the required width and depth and replace it with thoroughly compacted, screened gravel or bank run gravel as directed by the Engineer.

1A.9     DISPOSAL OF SURPLUS EXCAVATED MATERIALS

Unwanted surplus excavated materials and demolition debris shall be removed from the site of the work and disposed of in a legal manner.

Surplus excavated materials suitable for back fill shall be used to backfill normal excavations and to replace other materials unacceptable for use as backfill and shall be neatly deposited and graded so as to make or widen fills, flatten side slopes, or fill depressions without additional compensation.

MAINTENANCE & PROTECTION OF TRAFFIC

The Contractor shall maintain and protect traffic by so conducting his construction operation that the traveling public is subjected to a minimum of delay and hazard.  All work and methods shall conform in all respects to the NYSDOT Standard specifications for maintenance and protection of traffic Section 619.
Residents along the existing roads and those having business along them shall have safe means of ingress and egress at all times.  The Contractor shall take whatever measures are required to insure that a safe ingress and egress is maintained for the park.  Traffic shall be maintained at the intersections of all roads or streets crossing the road construction.  Where directed by the Engineer, the Contractor shall provide such adequate and proper bridges over excavations as may be necessary or directed for the purpose of accommodating pedestrians or vehicles.
In the event any portion of a public road must be closed to traffic, permission shall be secured by the Contractor from the Village Engineer Highway Superintendent and notice must be given by the Contractor to Police and Fire Departments, and adequate detour signs posted.
Approved signs in accordance with the New York State Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices shall be provided along all highways while work is in progress.  Where traffic direction is required, flagmen shall be designated by the Contractor to direct traffic past the construction equipment, machinery, or construction operations.  Construction equipment shall be removed entirely from the traveled roadway when work is shut down for or the day and two lanes of traffic shall be maintained at night.  Barricades shall be placed wherever the safety of the traveling public requires, where a road is officially closed, where an excavation is being made, or where heavy construction equipment is operating.  In addition, barricades shall be placed where they are deemed necessary, in the opinion of the Highway Superintendent, or the Chief of Police, to direct traffic or to prevent entrance to streets or areas where construction is in progress.
Barricades shall be in accordance with New York State Department of Transportation and Town Specifications and shall be lighted as provided therein.  On traveled roads, a lighted warning sign is to be placed two hundred (200) feet before the approach of barricades, or as is necessary for safety along the approach line.
Where trenches have been cut, barricades, red flags, and warning signs, all properly lighted, shall be placed at frequent intervals and maintained until the trenches have been properly backfilled and compacted.
1A.11     MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

The Contractor shall receive the lump sum price bid.  The Lump Sum price bid shall include the cost of all labor, materials and equipment necessary or required to complete the work in accordance with the plans and specifications and to the satisfaction of the Engineer.

The Contractor shall be paid incremental corresponding to the percentage of work complete.  Should the traffic control portion of this item not be satisfactory in the opinion of the Engineer, the Village has the right to back charge the contactor for uniformed police traffic control at the current Village rates.
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
