2.F.  FLAGSTONE PAVEMENT

2F.1
Work

Under this item the Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials, equipment, and incidentals necessary or required to completely install new 2” thick THERMAL FINISH New York State Bluestone pavement on a concrete base, with 1” mortar setting bed as specified herein, and as approved by the Landscape Architect.

2F.2
MATERIALS

Concrete
The concrete shall consist of Class A Portland Cement, sand, crushed stone, water and admixture.  All of the materials, mix preparations and manufacturing of concrete shall comply with and shall conform in every respect to the requirements contained in these specifications and to the requirements set forth for "Rigid Pavement", Section 500 of New York State Department of Transportation Standard Specifications of January 2, 1990, and any subsequent addenda, except that no gravel or slag will be used for coarse aggregate.  

Concrete shall have a compressive strength of 3,500-psi lbs. per square inch at 28 days and its slump shall be between two (2") and three (3") inches.  The concrete shall be proportioned in accordance with the aggregate weights specified for Class A concrete in New York State Department of Transportation Table 501-3.

The Contractor shall submit 2 samples of concrete from each concrete delivery for testing at a laboratory designated by the Landscape Architect.  Contractor shall furnish certified test reports and materials certificate and certificates of compliance all as noted in paragraph 199 "Samples, Certificates, and Tests" as noted within these specifications under General Conditions.  All expense for testing is the Contractor's responsibility.  Cement Test methods shall be in accordance with test methods stipulated by ASTM C150.

Crushed Stone Subbase
The crushed stone subbase shall be NYSDOT item 304.05 and conform in every respect to the requirements set forth for "Bases and Subbase", Section 300 of the New York State Department of Transportation Standard Specifications of January 2, 1990, and any subsequent addenda, except that no gravel or slag will be used for coarse aggregate.

Bluestone Pavement 

Bluestone pavement shall be New York State Bluestone 2”  thick with thermal finish.  Pattern shall be ashlar random pattern.  All stone shall be free of cracks and defects.  Contractor to supply sample of stone prior to placement of order for approval by the Village and Architect.  Joints shall be no more than ¼” wide.

Mortar

Mortar shall be in color to match stones and in accordance with NYSDOT standard specifications for masonry.

2F.3
Method

After the necessary excavations have been completed to the required lines and the subgrade has been compacted to the satisfaction of the Landscape Architect, a layer of select crushed stone shall be placed and be compacted to a compressed thickness as indicated on the drawings.

Wood forms shall be used in the construction of concrete work.  The forms shall be set true to line and grade and shall be installed with sufficient bracing to prevent warping.  Before any concrete is poured the Landscape Architect shall inspect and approve the formwork. 

Conditions for Concrete

Concrete shall only be poured when the temperature is at least 40 degrees Fahrenheit and rising.  The Landscape Architect will be informed prior to the ordering of concrete as to determine the weather conditions as acceptable for pouring the concrete.  The Landscape Architect has the right to reject the pouring of concrete due to inclement weather or weather 

conditions that would adversely affect the quality of the concrete such as temperature.

2F.4
Measurement & Payment

The Contractor shall receive the unit price bid per square foot bid for constructing thermal finish flagstone pavement in accordance with the plans and specifications.

The square foot price bid for flagstone pavement shall be complete and include the cost of furnishing all labor, materials and equipment including all site preparation, excavation and grading and site preparation, construction of concrete base, mortar setting bed and bluestone pavers all to the satisfaction of the Landscape Architect.
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
