5 A   GENERAL  PLANTING

5A.1
WORK
The work under this item shall include the furnishing and installing of plant material as noted on the drawings and specified herein.  

5A.2
MATERIALS

Plant Materials

Each plant shall have waterproof labels securely attached, bearing a legible designation of the botanical name.  Each plant shall be of high quality, of a form representative of the species, and with a fibrous, compact root system. 

No substitutions of species or size will be permitted unless approved by Engineer, Landscape Architect, or his/her representative.

Inspection: The Engineer, or Landscape Architect, or his/her representative may inspect all plants at the nursery before delivery to the site for compliance with requirements of plant list. Engineer or Landscape Architect retains right to further inspect all plant material at the site and to reject unsatisfactory or defective material at any time during the progress of the work.

Peatmoss, fertilizer and other soil amendments shall be as per detail or as directed by Engineer or Landscape Architect and are included in the cost of this item.

Mulch shall be chipped bark hardwood mulch.  All mulch shall be free of foreign matter and shall range from one-eighth (1/8) inch to two (2) inches in size. The mulch is to be natural 

material with no added coloration or other amendments. The Contractor is to submit a sample to the Engineer or Landscape Architect for approval.

5A.3
METHODS
A.  Layout of all plant material shall be done in the field by the Engineer or Landscape Architect or his/her representative prior to any planting.

B.  The work shall include excavating of holes for plants, removing all large rock, roots and 

other material which will impede planting. All such undesirable material shall be removed from the site and disposed of in a legal manner.  All vines and other vegetation in the area of the new planting is to be removed with roots and disposed of legally.

C.  Contractor is to do any necessary rough and fine grading to prepare area for planting, 

      adding topsoil as needed. 

D.  All plant material is to be planted according to Standard Nurseryman Practices, including 

      staking, of major trees.

E. Immediately after all planting operations are complete, the Contractor shall install three (3)    

      inches of mulch on all newly planted areas. 

F.   It is understood that watering of plant material after the initial deep watering upon 

      installation is the responsibility of the Owner.

5A.4
GUARANTEE

All plant material is to be guaranteed for two years from the date of acceptance of the planting by the Village.  All plant material, determined by agreement between the Contractor and Engineer or Landscape Architect, to be in need of replacement, shall be replaced during the earliest next planting season.  Replacements shall be done at no cost to the Owner or Village.  

5A.5
Measurement & payment

The Contractor shall receive the lump sum price bid for all plant material installed complete.  The lump sum price bid shall include all labor, equipment, amendments and plant material installed in accordance with the plans and specifications and to the satisfaction of the Engineer and Landscape Architect.  Only the Landscape architect has the ability to approve of any substitutions and requested changes.   In addition to providing a lump sum price for the planting, the Contractor shall provide a unit cost for each plant as noted on the plant list.  The price shall be complete and include all labor, materials and equipment.
