TREES & PLANTING

5A.1
WORK
The work under this item shall include the furnishing and installing of trees and shrubs as noted on the drawings and specified herein.

5A.2
MATERIALS

Plant Materials

Plant Material shall be:

 (7) Acer Rubrum ‘October Glory’ (October Glory Red Maple), @ 4”-4 1/2" caliper, 

(9)  Quercus rubra   “Northern  Red Oak”  @ 4”-4 1/2" caliper

Each plant shall have waterproof labels securely attached, bearing a legible designation of the botanical name.

No collected plants will be accepted. All plants must be nursery-grown and shall correspond to 

the latest edition of “American Standard for Nursery Stock.”

No substitutions of species or size will be permitted unless approved by Landscape Architect or his/her representative.

Inspection: The Landscape Architect or his/her representative may inspect all plants at the nursery before delivery to the site for compliance with requirements of plant list. Landscape Architect retains right to further inspect all plant material at the site and to reject unsatisfactory or defective material at any time during the progress of the work.

Peat moss, fertilizer, other soil amendments, and mulch shall be as per detail or as directed by Landscape Architect.

METHODS
A.  All planting is to be done according to standard horticultural practices and as approved by the Landscape Architect.

B.  Layout of all plant material shall be done in the field by the Landscape Architect, or his/her representative, prior to any planting.

C.  Contractor is to do any necessary fine grading for planting beds under this item and shall provide topsoil as needed.

D.  Upon completion of the planting, Contractor is to provide and install hardwood mulch at 3” depth around all trees.  A sample of the mulch is to be provided to Landscape Architect for approval prior to bringing the mulch to the site.  Contractor is not to pile mulch up around trunk of tree.

Measurement and Payment
The quantity of work to be paid for under this item shall be the unit price bid per each shrub and trees, installed per each, in accordance with the plans and specifications, to the satisfaction of the Landscape Architect.

The price bid per each plant shall include the cost of furnishing all materials, equipment and labor, including excavation, soil amendments, and mulch to completely install the material as specified herein.
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
