WORK


Under this item, the Contractor shall prepare ground surface, and furnish and install “Drought Tolerant” Sod, and maintain the sod areas in accordance with plans and specifications or as directed by the Landscape Architect until final acceptance of the work.


5C.2
MATERIALS

Sod Grass seed Mix

Shall be commercial variety, and be healthy when delivered to the site and installed immediately and shall be comprised as follows:

Topsoil: Topsoil is to be provided for seed operation.  Topsoil is per Item 5.B. “Topsoil.”

Limestone:  The rate of application of limestone per thousand (1,000) square feet shall be as follows, depending on the pH shown by a pH test. Tests shall be provided by the Contractor at no additional cost to the Village.

METHOD

Maintenance: The Contractor shall maintain all sodded areas until acceptance of the contract.
The Contractor shall properly water as required to maintain a moist environment for optimum knitting together and as often as required to maintain optimum growing conditions for the new stand of grass until acceptance of the contract. If water is not available, the Contractor is responsible for supplying water from his own source.


5C.4
MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT
The quantity of sod to be paid for under this item shall be the number of square feet of grass sod planted and maintained in accordance with the plans and specifications and directions of the Landscape Architect.  

The unit prices bid shall include the cost of furnishing of all labor, materials and equipment, required to fine grade, rake, spread and prepare soil, install and maintain sod in accordance with the plans and specifications.
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
